   Notes from Fr. Nick  

This Friday is the Memorial of the other Saint Ignatius, the one from Antioch (in modern day Turkey). Usually 

when we hear the name Ignatius we think of St. Ignatius Loyola, founder of the Jesuits. The earliest St. Ignatius, 

however, was the Bishop of Antioch, who lived from about 35 A.D. to the turn of the first century. Ignatius is 

also known as Theophorous (God-Bearer). A tradition holds that he was one of the children blessed by Jesus. 
 

Saint Peter himself appointed St. Ignatius 

bishop of Antioch. He composed many 

letters, and many more are attributed to 

him. He wrote extensively on the Eucha-

rist and the structure of the early Church. 

Ignatius was the first person to call the 

Church “Catholic.”  
 

Ignatius was taken to Rome where he was 

executed in the Flavian Amphitheatre, 

gored by wild beasts. His martyrdom was 

recorded by one of his companions, Philo   

of Cilicia. Disconcerting to modern ears is 

Ignatius’ eagerness to die a martyr. In his 

own words, he wrote: 
 

I am writing to all the Churches and I enjoin all, that I am dying willingly for God's sake, if only you do not 

prevent it. I beg you, do not do me an untimely kindness. Allow me to be eaten by the beasts, which are my way 
of reaching to God. I am God's wheat, and I am to be ground by the teeth of wild beasts, so that I may become 

the pure bread of Christ. Pray to Christ for me that the animals will be the means of making me a sacrificial   
victim for God.                                                                (St. Ignatius’ Letter to the Romans) 

 

Morally and ethically, as Christians we are bound not to actively seek out death. We must allow our death to 

come naturally. A way of understanding Ignatius’ entreaty is that he understood that salvation came with   

freedom from the fear of death — martyrdom was to be faced bravely.  
 

For Catholics, this raises the question of euthanasia. On this moral issue, the Church is more progressive than 

many secular ethicists. We cannot cause our own death. If death is already imminent, we can limit our intake  

of nourishment to the point of providing only comfort and take large doses of medicine to relieve pain (even 

when it is risky). We can save another human being’s life at the risk of losing our own, but we may not actively 

take our own lives. Ignatius’ martyrdom lies on the cusp of a moral choice.
